Where is Rosh
Zurim?

Rosh Zurim is located in
Gush Etzion (Etzion
Bloc), which was
originally settled by
Jewish pioneers in the
1940s. The Jordanian

Army destroyed the Etzion
Bloc’s four communities, including Ein Zurim,
during Israel's War of Independence. Members
of the Religious Kibbutz Movement,
determined to build a community on the
original site of Ein Zurim, founded kibbutz
Rosh Zurim in 1969. The Kibbutz is home to
several educational institutions, including
Sadna, a very special elementary school for
handicapped children.

What Does Rosh Zurim Need?

Sadna’s program is flexible and places emphasigernitiative of the
students, requiring them to take an active roléhematthan the more
conventional, passive one. The special-needs efildre not only local, but
travel every day from Greater Jerusalem, Bet Shkenaesl Tel Aviv. At
Sadna the children are treated as equals. Whetbgrsuffer from Down'’s
syndrome, autism or cerebral palsy, each childnimswn program designed
to help him realize his full potential. The schbals proven to be one of the
greatest successes in Israeli special-needs educati

Sadna, literally meaning “workshop”, boasts a ugrif vocational and
recreational workshops. These are vital for priegathese young adults for
employment so they can be contributing membersoafety. The most
worrisome part of caring for special children ioting that they will always
need care.

Sadna’s stables and corrals function as a theraphatseback riding
program, where the children learn to be responditethe full care and
cleaning of the horses and the stables. In thatte atmosphere they
establish contact with the animals, feel uncondildove and acceptance and
practice caring for someone other than themselves.

The Dairy Farm is another venue for “giving” agaaches the children
the value of hard work while providing them witletkatisfaction of the fruits
of their labor. The children care for the goatdlkrthem and make yogurt
and cheese. Their cheeses have proven so sudcéisafuhey would like
open a commercial dairy in order to produce andiadigt market their
products!
